  District Water System Upgrade Project

In our November 2009 community meeting, we provided information regarding the deficiencies in our water system and steps the Board of Directors was taking to improve the system.  We are happy to announce that after several years of work, a loan has been secured from the State of Colorado Drinking Water Revolving Fund.  In anticipation of this approval, the Board solicited bids for the work on restoring our storage tank. We selected a highly qualified construction company that specializes in water and sanitary systems. The contractor, RN Civil Construction, began mobilization for the work on May 12, 2011. The contractor expects to complete the work by mid-August, at which time our storage tank will be back in service with about 85,000 gallons capacity. 
The tank project is Phase 1 of a two-phase project, with Phase 2 focused on critical upgrades and improvements to our aging infrastructure (new and upgraded water mains, etc.). We are expecting both phases to take about 18 months to complete.  During this time, project updates can be found on our website at http://tellerwater1.com, as well as our Facebook page. Additionally, when the project requires system shut-downs, customers in those affected areas will be contacted in advance with the expected outages and timeframes.  Every effort will be made to minimize those impacted. 

The Board is also working with the State on finalizing rate increases that will be required to meet loan repayment criteria as established by the State.  We have not increased our rates since May 2009, but expect that we will need to at some point in 2012. We will communicate more information as we move forward with the project.
